NOTE: Current use refers to daily and less than daily use. Adults refer to persons aged 15 years and older. Data have been weighted to be nationally representative of all non-institutionalized men and women aged
15 years and older. Percentages reflect the prevalence of each indicator in each group, not the distribution across groups. All comparisons presented in this factsheet are significant at p<0.05, unless otherwise
indicated (#) as unchanged.
